






The Game of Mexicans…
You’ll need… 

2 Dice. 2 or more Players.  

A Forfeit...shots of tequila seem popular, 

great recipe below for the Prairie Fire Cocktail! 

You will also need someone to drive 
you home if you’re out and about! 

Someone goes first by rolling both dice. 
The score for the dice is as follows:  
 
2 & 1 is a MEXICAN, 
the highest possible 
roll.  
If you throw one of 
these, the eventual 
loser has to forfeit 
double the standard 
quantity being used for the game. Each 
additional mexican in that round will dou-
ble the required forfeit again.  

Any double  
100 times the double ie, double 1 scores 
100, double 2 scores 200 etc.  
 
Any other throw  
The highest number multiplied by ten, 
then add the smallest number. eg, a 5 & 
4 scores 54, a 1 & 6 scores 61, etc.

ADDRESS: 

The starter has the choice of one, two or 
three rolls to obtain the best score they 
can. If you (as starter) throw a 53, and 
elect to throw again, rolling 51 with your 
second throw, then 51 is your score. If 
you elect to take a third throw, you must 
count the third throw even if it's lower 
again.  

Every other player in the game has the 
choice of throwing up to as many times 
as the starter, but may stop sooner. So, 
if the starter uses just one throw, all other 
players have only one throw this round. 
If the starter uses two or three throws, 
you may still stop sooner if you choose.* 

The person who throws the lowest 
score must take the forfeit, and then be-
gin the next round. In the event of a tie, 
all players with the lowest score must roll 
one dice and the lowest number loses.  
 
Play as many rounds as desired, or as 
your supplies will allow!  

Some Optional Variations...Agreed 
to before start of play! 

Holding a dice if a player still has throws 
available, and they have a 1 or a 2 in the 
dice just thrown, they may leave that 
dice, and roll just the remaining single 
dice, in the hope of getting a ‘Mexican’. 
Once held a dice cannot be re-thrown on that turn. 

3 & 1 The LOWEST pos-
sible roll! The thrower 
immediately has to con-
sume one drink. This 
throw does not count as 
one of the thrower's 
goes.

Cabo Wabo Tequila was brought to life in 
1996 on the back roads of Guadalajara el 
Centro, in the state of Jalisco. After 
searching for a tequila to serve at his 
‘Cabo Wabo Cantina’ (the famous Califor-
nia night club), Sammy linked with a small 
family maker, in operation since 1937.  
 
Respect for the ‘Tequilana Weber’ Agave 
is the core and essence of Cabo Wabo 
Tequila. According to legend, the Blue 
Agave was first rooted by falling stars, giv-
ing the distinct blue tint and its reach to 
the sky. The blue agave matures and is 
harvested between the ages of 8-12 
years. Until then, it is revered, nourished, 
bronzed and guarded by growers, holding 
it in the highest esteem. Cabo Wabo con-
tinues to be grown and hand made by a 
long established tequila family with roots 
deep in the fields of Jalisco. (continues…)

...At harvest, an agave plant gives birth to 
the next generation through its "raizomas" 
or root extensions, which are planted on 
new, equally sacred, ground. The heart 
(pina) of the plant travels to the distillery on 
its journey to become Cabo Wabo Tequila.  
 
The pina (‘Pee-nya’, means pineapple, because of the 
trimmed hearts similar appearance.) are cooked in 
steam-heated stone ovens, and the cooled 
heart is then smashed up and ground, its 
honey-like nectar removed and stored for 
natural fermentation to occur, with no 
chemicals added.  
 
Distillation is a two-step process. Using 
pure spring water, the first distillation, 
(Breakage) removes the larger impure parti-
cles and  harsher components, while the 
second distillation, (Rectification) purifies, 
refines and improves the aroma and alco-
hol content.  
 
Aging occurs in oak barrels and varies to 
produce the distinct varieties of Cabo 
Wabo: The un aged ‘blanco’, perfect as a 
peppery shooter or mixed into your favour-
ite party cocktail. The ‘Reposado’ (rested) 
tequila has been barrel aged in oak casks 
for 4 to 6 months, giving more complex fla-
vour and a smoother style. And the anejo 
(ah-nyay-ho, meaning aged) is incredibly 
smooth and silken, with waves of complex 
finesse.
