‘Tequila’ (a town in Jalisco state) is the name for the spirit made in that area.
(Although unlike most other mezcals, in tequila the h earts of the agave are
steamed, not roasted) To be a premium tequila, the sp irit must be made us-
ing only the Blue Agave (lesser quality spirits can still be legally called tequila
Iif they are from the area, but need only contain 51% Blue Agave, the rest being
made up with grain alcohol and colouring...ouch!) There are several classifica-
tions for 100% Blue Agave tequila, depending on its age. Many aficionados
actually prefer the younger spirit for its truer fl avour. The various stages of
ageing all impart further layers of complexity. Today , Tequila & Mezcal are
distinct products, differentiated by production pro cess, place of origin and
taste, much the same way rye whiskey and Scotch whisk y differ. If you hate
tequila, but love a good single malt whisky or cogna c, let us show you how
